In 2010 the ART BAZAAR Arts & Crafts Street Market celebrates its eighth year of
operation. It is the premier opportunity for Hunter arts, craft and design practitioners
and arts-related organisations to showcase their work.

Hunter Arts Network strives to promote professionalism and maintain the high standard of
art works on offer at Art Bazaar, and encourage emerging Artists to take the opportunity to
present their talent.

Over the last 7 years ART BAZAAR has become a highly anticipated event for both the

public and the participating stallholders. It has stimulated the arts community and increased
public awareness of the Hunter's diverse artistic culture, successfully displaying the many
individuals, groups, organisations and businesses.

The Market also represents an excellent opportunity for practitioners and organisations to
develop professional networks which support the development of new work, broader
audiences and marketing opportunities - all of which align directly with the objectives of HAN.

This is a tremendous opportunity for participants to market their work to a large audience at a
time of year when this audience is really “in the mood” to buy!

KEY POINTS TO REMEMBER:

a This year's event will be held on Saturday 4th December in Newcastle’s beautiful Civic
Park, King St, Newcastle, trading between the hours of 9.00am and 3.00pm.

o All Stall-holders must be members of Hunter Arts Network ($50 individuals and $80
organisations). Applications will not be accepted from non-financial members.

o Goods sold at ART BAZAAR are to be the original work of the Stall-holders and of a
high standard. The primary focus of the Market is on Arts, Craft and Design work — not
imported/re-sale goods — and we look for originality and innovation.

o Due to the increasing success of the ART BAZAAR and the finite space available within
Civic Park, the number of stalls is limited (Please note we are limited to certain areas
due to possible damage to turf and tree roots etc).

0 Based on feedback from visitors to the Market and to maximise the diversity of goods
available at the Market we have placed a limit on the number of jewellery and ceramics
stalls — again diversity is the key.

o To participate you will need to fill out the attached Application Form and return it via post
with 4 photographs of your work by Friday 17th September 2010. Due to printing costs
emailed applications are not accepted.

o An independent selection panel will consider the applications and select the successful
Stall-holders.



a Please note, the questions asked and the information sought within the
Application are aimed at obtaining sufficient details about the nature of your work
to enable the selection panel to reach a fair decision. Please be as thorough as
possible.

a The results of this Application process will be sent to all applicants by the 11th
October 2010. If you are successful you will be provided with a time line of the event
and relevant additional information.

0 Please note that there will be a stall charge of $60, which will cover your public liability
insurance on the day and contribute to the publicity, promotion and marketing for the
event. This is of significant importance & without it we cannot stage the event!

o Stall-holders need to provide all of their own equipment, tables, etc for the Market.

o Rather than offering shared sites this year we are offering full sites (approx 4m wide x 2m
deep) or “half sites” (approx 2m wide x 2 m deep) only. The sites are quite large, so if you
don’t need all of the space, please consider asking for a half-site. If you wish to be on the
same site with someone else please specify this on the application form.

o Stall Fees will be due by Friday 22nd of October 2010 - payment of this Stall Fee must
be received before participation is confirmed!

o In the interest of fairness, any Stall-holder(s) found to be selling the work of others who
have not been subject to the Application process (whether they are Members or not) will
be barred from future events! To do this is ripping-off your fellow Members, so please
don’t do it ‘cos someone always finds out!!

o Please make sure you read all information carefully and fill in all questions on the
Application form.
